NEW MEXICO 4-H FOUNDATION ACADEMIC SCHOLARSHIPS

To be eligible an applicant must:

· Be a New Mexico resident.
· Be currently enrolled in their county 4-H program.
· Be a graduating senior or graduated in the prior year
· Submit an application form.
· Have a cumulative GPA of 2.0.
· Submit a copy of high school transcripts with application.


The selection committee will be composed of at least three (and not more than five) of a combination or of the following:

· Collegiate 4-H member
